Assistive Technology


The Bellow’s Fund is designed to assist individuals with cerebral palsy to purchase assistive technology equipment.  Assistive technology is defined as “any piece of equipment, product, or system, whether acquired commercially off the shelf, modified, or customized that is used to increase, maintain or improve functional capabilities of individuals with disabilities.”
Some examples of assistive technology include:
· Ramps and lifts
· Adaptive bicycles
· Hearing Aids
· Communication Devices
· Computer equipment (software, keyboards, or other items that make the computer adaptive)
· Environmental switches
If you are a Minnesota resident who has a diagnosis of cerebral palsy or any disability that was acquired  between birth and age 18 and you need assistance paying for an assistive technology, you may be eligible to receive up to $500.00 toward the cost of purchasing equipment.  Eligible applicants must be able to demonstrate financial need (with all other options having been exhausted.)  Residents of Stearns, Benton, and Sherburne counties are encouraged to contact United Cerebral Palsy of Central Minnesota at 320-253-0765.
Applications for the Bellow’s Fund are accepted on an on-going basis.  Applications are reviewed quarterly, or as application processing requires.
