Funding Criteria

(Amended and Board Approved 4.19.07)

While UCP of Nebraska will consider any type of request, following are some of the criteria used when reviewing any application for financial assistance:

· Promotion of independence

· Support of family

· Enhancement of mobility

· Assistive Technology

· Augment Communication

· Develop accessibility to home, school, work or community

· Long-term effect

Each request is reviewed on its own merits.  The following review is conducted:

· Determining if other funding bodies have statutory or administrative obligation to fund or provide the requested item.

· Determining if there are more effective or less costly options for the item or project.

· Determining if other funding options are available, and to what extent.

Eligibility

1. Individuals with cerebral palsy or condition with similar effects or families with a member with cerebral palsy or condition with similar effects

2. Individuals or families with limited financial resources (see chart below)

Guidelines and Procedures:

· Client must complete Service and Device Application Form.
· Funding requests of $500 or less may be reviewed and acted upon by staff (Executive Director and Program Services Director/Coordinator).
· Funding requests over $500 will be reviewed and acted upon by the Board Review Committee.
· Funding is limited to $1,000 per client per fiscal year (larger requests considered on a case by case basis).
· When ever possible, payment will be made directly to the vendor upon receipt of an invoice.  In pre-approved situations, the client will be allowed to turn in receipts for reimbursement.  
· Approved funds will be made available for 6 months.  At the end of that 6 month period, funds will need to be dispersed or the case will be closed and the client must reapply.
· On requests larger than $1,000, UCP will pay the final portion.  All other funding must be in place and secure.
· Approved requests for travel to trainings and medical appointments will be paid as follows:
· Maximum allowance for lodging is $75.00 per night and will be paid as a reimbursement upon presentation of receipt.
· Travel by vehicle is reimbursed at the standard mileage rate for medical travel issued by the Internal Revenue Service.
