Lending Library Faces Cutback
D o ASSISTIVE

Pennsylvania’s Assistive Technology Lending Library is primarily E
funded with state dollars, supplemented by some federal funding
through Pennsylvania’s Initiative on Assistive Technology (PIAT). In
addition, small cash donations from appreciative borrowers, as well
as in-kind donations from various vendors and manufacturers help
support the program.

Each year, the Lending Library helps thousands of Pennsylvanians with disabilities to find the assistive
technology that can help them at work, in school and in their daily activities. People can also borrow
the device they need while they wait for funding or for the repair of their own device. This unique
program operates through a centralized inventory that ships a device to a borrower anywhere in the
Commonwealth.

The Lending Library has already endured several years of funding cutbacks that have negatively
impacted the overall inventory of devices as well as the addition of the newest products on the market.
Additional losses in state funds may have a number of negative impacts on consumers including:

¢ Continued and longer wait lists for the most popular devices

¢ Lack of current products

¢ Borrowers paying for part or all of the shipping costs

¢ Borrowers needing to pick up and return devices to their regional ATRC

¢ A rental or “membership fee” for providers who borrow devices for activities like assessments

¢ A rental or “membership fee” for university faculty who borrow devices for class presentations

If you or someone you know uses assistive technology and the services of the lending library, we urge
you to stay informed of the impact the budget process has on these programs and to inform your
legislators of your concerns.
